B) If the foreign bank is not our correspondent, the transfers will go through a middleman who charges a fee of approximately U.S. $ 25.00*, average time to reach the transfer is 4 business days

* The commission may vary from one bank to another

C) Many customers will ask the code ABA (American Banking Association) but this code doesn’t exist in Costa Rica.
